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Match Commands 

Finalists must present themselves 30 minutes before the final begins. 

Athletes must be allowed to place their guns and equipment on the bench not less than 

20minutes before start time. 

SIGHTING AND PREPARATION  

 2 minutes before time set down in the programme call... 

“ATHLETES TO THE FIRING LINE” Athletes may do holding and aiming exercises.  

At the time set down in the competition programme call...    

“5 MINUTES PREPARATION AND SIGHTING TIME...START” 

At 4½ minutes call... 

“30 SECONDS” 

At 5 minutes call... 

“STOP...UNLOAD”  

When all targets are changed RO is to check that all pistols have flags inserted. 

Athletes to turn and face the audience to be introduced.  

NO HOLDING OR AIMING EXERCISES ARE ALLOWED AT THIS TIME. 

 FIRST STAGE 

“TAKE YOUR POSITIONS” After 60 seconds call… 

“FOR THE FIRST(NEXT) COMPETITION SERIES…LOAD” After 5 seconds call… 

“START” After 150 seconds call… 

“STOP…UNLOAD” Targets will be scoped and scores announced. 

Once the announcer is finished repeat the commands for the 1st series.

 The finals numbers are displayed 
above the targets. 

 All targets are up 

 Score Register sheet/ computer and 
screen display is ready 

 Scopers/Plot sheets are organised 

 Shooters are in the correct bays

This sequence will continue until a total of 20 shots have been fired.  

After the 2 remaining finalists have fired their last shot AND there are no ties or 

protests declare… 

“RESULTS ARE FINAL” 

The announcer will recognise gold, silver and bronze winners. 

TIE BREAKING 

If there is a tie for the lowest ranking athlete to be eliminated, the tied athletes will 
fire additional tie-breaking single shots until the tie is broken.
